Each of this puzzle’s clues yields an
eight-letter answer to be entered
into the grid so as to trace a normal
(vertical) figure eight. An entry may
proceed in any direction from its
starting point in the appropriately
numbered square, crossing itself at
the fifth letter—which is, therefore,
the same as the first. For example,

the answer TWISTING
might be entered as
shown at left. Letters in
the grid’s eight unchecked
corner squares, reading

clockwise, will make another eight,
somehow.
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
