What Goes Around | a cryptic puzzle by Emily Cox & Henry Rathvon

This puzzle’s grid has no helpful
numbers or bars to show where
answers begin and end. Instead,
answers are strung together in
sequence from the top left square,
with Acrosses going from left to
right and Downs going from top to
bottom. When an answer reaches
the border of the grid, it continues
in the next row or column. Every
white square is used by both an
Across answer and a Down
answer. Six shaded squares are
skipped by Across answers but
filled by Down answers; another
six shaded squares are skipped by
Down answers but filled by Across
answers; the central shaded square
is crossed in both directions. The
shaded letters will identify the
central item and show what goes
around it.
