If the word is
5 letters long, it will use a space in
cach concentric circle but fall short of
the center hoop; if it is 6 letters long,
its last letcer will fall into the hoop.
T'he 11 basket-scoring letters, clock-
wise from 1, will spell our salutation
to players. To make the game inter-
esting, the 20 shots are clued ran-
domly and must be located with the
aid of the Circle words, entered
clockwise and consecutively starting
from their lettered spaces (a-e).
Answers include one proper noun and
one foreign word.
