QUASICRYSTAL

This puzzle diagram is based on the
fivefold symmetric patterns known in
mathematics as Penrose tilings. Answers
to clues should be entered starting at
the first number preceding the clue(s)
and ending at the second number.
While the paths through the diagram
may seem to meander, each word pro-
ceeds in a regular way, always leav-
ing a tile through the edge opposite to
the edge through which it entered.
When a path is occupied by two con-
secutive words, those words belong in
their clued order. The path beginning
at 5 and ending at 16 contains an un-
clued word that might be used to
describe the form. Answers include
eight proper nouns.
