The perpetrator hides there, in
the unchecked letters (those
appearing in one answer only),
again reading in the usual

order. Finally, 11 cues’ definitions
contain an extra letter. If these let-
ters are removed to the blanks
preceding the clue numbers, thev’ll
name the crime scene. Answers
include three proper nouns.
