The twelve Across rows with no heavy
vertical bars are fully occupied, one letter
per square, by one or two entries apiece.
Across clues are given in rows (labeled a—I
for convenience), but the rows are listed out
of order. When a row contains two entries,
the leftmost entry’s clue is given first. In
keeping with the slippery theme, each row
has one letter that slides out of place and
into the shaded central column. The letters
ending up in that column will form an
appropriately frosty phrase. Downs are
normal. Clue answers include nine proper

nouns.
