An entry may proceed in
any direction from its starting point in
the appropriately numbered square,
crossing itself at the fifth lecter—which
is, therefore, the same as the first. Letters
in the grid’s eight unchecked corner
squares, reading clockwise. will show
one way to form a figure eight. Answers
include one capitalized word.
