Pull up to our round table puzzle, a
circle divided into eight shaded and
unshaded sections. Each section
has two radial answers going
inward from Ring a to Ring f. One

of the pair (it may be either) has an

extra letter somewhere that
doesn’'t mesh with the Rings. This
should be shifted to its section’s
central wedge. Letters in those
wedges, when read clockwise, will
show what'’s on the table. Each

Ring’s entries go clockwise, starting

at a point to be determined. Rings
are fully occupied by clued answers
plus six unclued “extras,” appearing
between clued answers, one per

Ring. Choose your place accordingly.
