(that is, left vacant). These “Holes”
may be marked as such with circles.
When all clue answers have been
placed in the grid, the solver will be
able to insert a “Key” letter into
each "Hole” so that a new word

(or, in one case, a new proper name)
is created either Across or Down
(but not both). There may be some
ambiguity, but those solvers who
insert all the right letters will be
rewarded with the final “Key” figure
reading left to right, column by
column.
