RELAY RACE

This puzzle represents a six-team relay race. Each team, which consists of four 6-letter words, begins the race in its
designated lane of the leftmost shaded column and ends somewhere in the rightmost shaded column, with its words
overlapping their starts and finishes in the other three shaded columns. After the first leg a team may change to any
other lane, but only on the second letter of a word (directly after a shaded column). Clues for each team are given
together but out of order, leaving the solver to reconstruct the race with the help of answers to Down clues, which are
normal. A team’s placement in the race corresponds to the number of the lane in which it finishes. As a bonus, the
shaded columns will show the names of four famous runners and, at the end, their common goal. Seven answers are
capitalized, and 3a may be unfamiliar.
