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F l o w e r  C u t t i n g s
This puzzle's 36 entries are clued in 
pairs, one going clockwise and the other 
going counterclockwise in the arcs from 
the number they share in the border 
toward the diagram’s center, (No letters 
fall in numbered spaces.) It is up to the 
solver to determine which entry goes 
in which direction. Most answers are six 
letters long, but some are seven letters 
long and must have a letter cut before 
entry. Letters that are cut may be removed 
to the line below the diagram. Also, each 
of the 36 clues contains an extraneous 
letter that must be cut in order for the 
clue to lead to a correct solution. The 36 
letters cut from the clues will spell, in 
order, a ten-word cryptic clue; letters cut 
from the diagram entries (also in order) 
will form its solution.

Clue answers include four proper 
nouns and an uncommon word at 3 
(clued second).
