Navigate the empty grid using

the stars as your guides. Each

star represents the four letters

S, T, Aand R compressed into a
single space. In each star, two
letters come from an Across entry
and two from a Down entry. (Some
other grid squares will contain an
individual S, T, A or R.) Across and
Down clues are given in proper
order, and are numbered only for
convenience. If the normal heavy
bars were added to the grid, the
pattern would look the same when
rotated 180°. An unclued Across
entry is our starry dedicatee.
