For
example, if 1-Across were ROBIN
and the letter after the ending bar
were E, the clue might be “Bonier
cuckoo bird” (anagram of “bonier”),
and if the letter after the bar were
G, the clue might be “Dressing bird”
(defining ROBING and ROBIN). So
here’s an occasion where it’s okay
to go over the line!
