
Cloverleaf | a cryptic puzzle by Emily Cox &Henry Rathvon
This puzzle’s grid represents a
highway cloverleaf, with word
traffic following the familiar
pattern along the shaded roadway.
An uninterrupted stream of entries
proceeds north, east, south and
west on the roadway, moving
clockwise around each loop; these
Cloverleaf entries are clued in
random order. The interior of each
loop contains seven entries, reading
across and down, also clued in
random order; these intersect with
the Cloverleaf words and help in
their placement. Be sure to heed
the traffic sign circling the central
dark square!
